Verbalization – Recipe Database

The client wants a site that will allow users to log in and either browse or edit recipes.  Each recipe is made up of a list of ingredients and a set of directions.  The ingredients are given in the form of an item, a quantity and a unit of measure.  Directions can optionally be tied to an ingredient.  Items should include the average price and stores that they can be purchased at.  The unit of measure should indicate whether it is a dry or wet unit of measure.

Bulleted Business Rules List – Recipe Database

· Users edit recipes

· Recipes are made up of ingredients

· Recipes are made up of directions

· Ingredients are given as items

· Ingredients are given as units of measure

· Ingredients can be tied to directions but do not have to be.

· Items are purchased from stores

· Users have a first name, last name, email address and date of last logon

· Recipes have a title, a date added and a user

· Ingredients have an item, a quantity and a unit of measure

· Directions have a narrative (used to explain the process) and a number to order the steps in

· Items have a name, a store, a price and a type of measure (wet or dry)

· Units of measure have a name and an abbreviation.

· Stores have a name, address, city and phone number.
